write the document.

Obviously things move on, ideas
change, techniques impr ove,
better equipment and technology
becomes available and so the
standard develops. And at the
moment BS8203 (the installation
of resilient floor coverings) and
BS5325 (textile floor coverings)
are both under review.

As the basic principles against
which specifications ar e written
and sometimes installations ar e
judged, | see these standar ds as
an absolutely critical par t of our
industry.

Contractors have on occasions
pointed out that they find elements
of them difficult to comply with, but
there is no doubt in my mind that
they offer ‘best practice’ which if
followed will ultimately lead to a
satisfactor y installation. And of
course can | also put a plug in here
for the CFA Guide to Contract
Flooring, which adds fur ther
practical guidance.

Nevertheless, it is a fact that the
British Standar d is impor tant to
the contractor and the
manufacturer. If products or
processes ar e at odds with the
relevant standard, there is a
reasonable chance that something
will go wrong and possibly with an
associated cost. And so it is one of
the things that the CFA works away
on in the background.

But could you help? Is there a
part of the above standards
currently under review that causes
you an issue? Do you know of a
better way to approach
something? Her e is your
opportunity through CFA
membership to influence the
standards that affect you.

As Bob pointed out, if we don’t
offer any representation or
relevant suggestions for
amendments, things may change
in a way that could be negative for
the industry.

So, please send any updates or
ideas to info@cfa.or g.uk. Of
course, a credible technically
sound and essentially generic
alternative is part of the criteria for
submission and | r egret we won't
be able to supply feedback on
every idea received.

But just to wet your appetite, for
BS8203 | have heard debates for
updates in sections on moistur e
measurement, anhydrite scr eeds,
plywood overlays and flexible
smoothing compounds and
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underfloor heating. Over to you!

Just for information, we currently
have representation on the
following committees, BS8204
Screeds and In-Situ Flooring,
BS5385 Ceramic T iles and Other
